Here he took the rela-

tive minor pentatonic scale for 

each of the chords and came up 

with a smooth transition  

between the two scales a half-

step apart. 

 

Katie is brand new here at 

FMS and had a really  

interesting idea for an  

arpeggio. A lot of students 

don’t hang on one note as 

much, but it honestly 

makes for a pretty cool 

sound!
